“Where you been?” is an art exhibition 
about migration created by a group of teen 
curators from NYC. We’ve created this title 
because we believe that many people have 
moved from place to place throughout their 
lives thus, “been”. 

This is exactly what our exhibition will pres-
ent, it’s about moving from one place to 
another, the obstructions that come along 
and the advantages as well. In short, it is 
about the many different ways people view 
their experience in the United States. Our 
process of making this exhibition has been 
challenging.
